o Shake the aerosol can for at least 20 seconds. Fit the gun on the adapter

e Surface should be free from grease and dust

e Moisten surfaces with a water sprayer prior to application

e For non-conventional substrates a preliminary adhesion test is recommended

e Fill holes and cavities for 65 %, as the foam will expand

e Repeat shaking regularly during application. If you must work in layers repeat moistening after each layer
Fresh foam can be removed using PU cleaner. Prior to using the PU cleaner, test whether surfaces are affected or
not. Especially plastics and lacquer or paint layers can be sensitive to this. Cured foam can only be removed
mechanically or with PU-Remover.

Dolphin PU Foam 300 (Gun Grade) is available 750 ml aerosol (net).

12 months unopened and stored in dry and cool conditions (Between 5 and 25 °C), Upright storage is recommended.
Do not place in direct sunlight or nearby any heat, sparks, and flame source.

Take the usual labor hygiene into account. Always wear gloves and goggles. Remove cured foam mechanically.
Never burn away. Consult label and material safety data sheet for more information. When vaporizing (for
example with a compressor), additional security measures will be required. Use only in well-ventilated areas.

Moisten surfaces with a water sprayer prior to application. If you must work in layers repeat moistening after each
layer. For not common surfaces we recommend an adhesion test.

Not UV-resistant, cured polyurethane foam must be protected against UV exposure by overpainting, sealing with
sealants (e.g., Silicones, polyurethane, acrylic or hybrid polymer) or covering.
